Later On 1 Kings 17:10-16

A lot of us dream of being generous some day. “If I had 
a little more income, I’d give more to charity.” “If I had more time, 
I’d volunteer for the needy.” “If I had better health, I’d get involved 
in the community.” “If I made better grades, I could apply for a 
job.”

But when we’re short on time, money, or abilities, we are 
tempted not to share. “Why give up the little I have?” Or even, 
“Why share from my abundance? If I save more, I can give more 
later on.” Later on. As if something will happen to make us less 
greedy and more generous than we are right now.

When Elijah the prophet saw a widow gathering sticks in 
Zarephath, he asked her for a cup of water. Then he added, 
“Please bring along a bit of bread.”

She replied, “I have nothing baked; there is only a 
handful of flour in my jar and a little oil in my jug.” She was 
collecting sticks to prepare food for herself and her son. “When 
we have eaten it, we shall die.”

Elijah tells her to fix his food anyway. He promises that if 
she shares, “the jar of flour shall not go empty, nor the jug of oil 
run dry.” So she shares, and she miraculously has enough to eat 
for a year.

When we give the little we have, we receive much more.
